EüM of the Minister of Health
on the order of prescribing by doctors, dispensing by retail pharmacies, 

as well as use, registration and storage by healthcare providers 
of medicinal products that qualify as highly controlled substances
Provisions regarding patients under treatment with a controlled substance entering or leaving the country

Section 10
(1) If a person under treatment with a controlled substance leaves the territory of Hungary and if the duration of the trip is not expected to exceed 3 days, the quantity of the controlled substance required may be taken by the person in his personal luggage against a certificate issued by the family practitioner in accordance with Annex 3./A A separate certificate must be issued for each controlled substance. The patient may not take a preparation for injection or infusion containing a controlled substance out of the country, with the exception of the cases referred to in Subsection (3).
(2) A permit by the Office of Health Authorization and Administrative Procedures (hereinafter referred to as “OHAAP”) shall be required for the person under treatment to carry out of the country a preparation for injection or infusion containing a controlled substance, or a sufficient quantity of controlled substance to last for a period of treatment above 3 days but maximum 90 days for personal use. To provide the permit, the OHCAAP after registration of the patient fills out Point D) in the certificate in accordance with Annex 3/B and sends the permit to the petitioner forthwith but at least within  8 days after receiving the application (the completed printed form of Annex 3/B). Afterwards the family practitioner should mark the registration number of OHAAP on the prescription of the controlled substance.

(4) 
In case of a procedure pursuant to Subsection (2), the family practitioner shall call the attention of the patient or his family member to the fact that he/she must send the completed printed form of Annex 3/B to OHAAP for the approval to prescribe the controlled substance on a prescription  and for carrying the controlled substance in his personal luggage. The patient should show the received permit including the registration number to the family practitioner before prescribing the medicine.
(5) 
Where a person under treatment with a controlled substance enters the territory of of Hungary, the quantity of the controlled substance that may be carried in his personal luggage may not exceed the quantity required for 3 days of treatment, with an international certificate completed by the patient’s treating physician. 
(6) A quantity required for 3 to a maximum of 30 days of treatment for personal use may be carried into Hungary only in possession of a separate certificate from the competent authority in the country of origin. The passenger must present the certificate during the customs and police check. 

 (7) 
In order to assure treatment with a controlled substance while staying in Hungary, a foreigner shall seek out the family practitioner with in-area care responsibility for the geographical area where the foreigner is staying, who will refer the person to a specialist authorized to issue a prescription order, if needed.
(8) Where preparations listed in Schedules K3, P3 and P4 in Annex 1 of R. are to be carried in or out of the country, certificates shall only be necessary if the person under treatment intends to carry in or out of the country a quantity of controlled substances required for 30 to a maximum of 90 days of treatment.  For issuing a permit or a certificate the rules of subsections (2) and (6) above should be applied.

Patients shall not be allowed either to carry out of the country or to carry into the country active substances marked with an * in Schedule N1 of Annex 1 of the Government Decree, even if the use of such substances is permitted in the country of origin.
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
